RELATING TO THE OFFICIAL COMMENTARY TO THE CONVENTION
AND AIRCRAFT PROTOCOL

(Presented by the United States)

THE CONFERENCE,

HAVING ADOPTED the Convention on International Interests in Mobile Equipment and the
Protocol to the Convention on International Interests in Mobile Equipment on Matters Specific to Aircraft
Equipment;

CONSCIOQUS of the need for official commentary to these texts as an aid for those called upon to
work with these documents;

RECOGNISING the increasing use of commentaries of this type in the context of modern,
technical commercial law instruments; and

MINDFUL that the Explanatory Report and Commentary (DCME-1P/2) provides a sound
starting point for the further development of this official commentary;
RESOLVES:

TO REQUEST the preparation of draft official commentary to these texts by the Chairman of the
Drafting Committee, in close cooperation with the ICAO and UNIDROIT Secretariats, and in coordination

with the Chairman of the Commission of the Whole, the Chairman of the Final Clauses Committee, and
interested members of the Drafting Committee and observers that participated in its work;
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TO REQUEST that such draft be circulated by the two Secretariats to all negotiating States and
participating observers no later than 90 days from the conclusion of the Conference inviting comments
thereon; and

TO REQUEST that a revised final verison of the official commentary be transmitted by the two

Secretariats to all negotiating States and participating observers no later than 180 days from the
Conclusion of the Conference.
